Will Greece install 900 MW of storage by 2030?
According to the Greek National Energy and Climate Plan (NECP), the nation aims to install
4.3 GW of storage by 2030. Thus far, 900 MW has been allocated via the Greek Regulatory
Authority for Energy, Waste, and Water (RAAEY) tenders. Therefore, the remaining share
would be delivered under the new plan but without any subsidy support.
